Findings of Blighted Conditions Included (5 of 14 listed by Florida Statutes)

ü Defective or inadequate street layout

Å Acute angle and dangerous intersections, lack of drainage, insufficient rights-of-way

ü Faulty lot layout in relation to size, adequacy, accessibility, or usefulness

Å Small, non-conforming subdivisions that pre-dated most residential development

ü Unsanitary or unsafe conditions

Å Lack of central sewers, fire suppression/water supply, and crime

ü Deterioration of site or other improvements

Å 1991-1992 property values decreased, while rest of county saw increasing values
