Street and Drainage Advisory Board since late 2019.

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Levels of Service

ÅBasicmaintenance should include:
ï Road grading and asphalt maintenance to maintain a safe/passable route for 

residents and core/public safety services.

ï Swale grading to ensure the roadway can drain properly. The roadside swales 
will convey the water to the outfalls and major outfalls. Drainage work could 
become more extensive.

ï Signage installation.

ï Safety mowing and brush control to ensure line of sight and a clear recovery 
zone.
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Current Maintenance Level

ÅMinimal road grading 
ï A work program cannot be established at current or previously proposed 

funding levels.

ï The Advisory Board proposes road grading should not occur until after 
drainage is corrected (to include areas where there are no easements). 

ÅThe Advisory Board voiced concerns with FY19 grading contract ; staff made 
revisions to the FY20 grading contract at their request. 

ÅThe Advisory Board voiced additional concerns with FY20 grading contract; staff 
made additional revisions to the FY21 contract.

Current Maintenance Level cont.

ÅBrush Control
ï Approximately $134,000 was expended to cut brush back from the travel way 

in FY20.

ï The Advisory Board has budgeted $50,000 for FY21 to continue power 
shearing efforts. 

ï There is not enough funding to support this level of service in future years.
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Current Maintenance Level cont.

ÅSafety Mowing
ï The Advisory Board recently requested estimates to conduct safety mowing at 

their September meeting.

ï Staff provided estimates that aligned with the current countywide safety 
mowing contract at their October meeting. 
Å $11,480 initial first time cut and $750 initial litter removal cycle - $12,230

Å $6,970 for each mowing cycle and $600 for each litter removal cycle - $7,570

ï The Advisory Board requested an additional estimate reducing the number of 
cycles (4 cycles vs. 7 cycles)
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Current Maintenance Level cont. 
ÅEast / West Ditches

ï There are no easements for staff to maintain the east/west ditches. County 
Attorney staff has advised easements are required. 

ï The Advisory Board contends that easements are not required to conduct this 
work. 

ï Staff is researching the possibility of the use of Temporary Rights of Entry

ï The roadside ditch that runs east to west along Pelican Drive has been re-
worked as it is an appurtenance to the roadway and was funded via the South 
Charlotte Stormwater Unit. 
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Current Maintenance Level cont. 

ÅEast / West Ditches cont. 
ï Staff has met with citizens and the Advisory Board to detail a path forward 

conveying water across the Ranchettes not utilizing the East / West Ditches.

ï The Advisory Board contends the plan they provided (referred to as the 
Original Plan of Reclamation) should be followed. 

ï The plan was sealed in April 1966 by W.M. Lindh and has multiple revisions 
dating through September 1967. 

ï Portions of the plan were designed for agricultural purposes and does not 
match the current land use.
